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 John Yarmuth represents Kentucky’s 3rd Congressional District in the U.S. House of Representatives, where he serves on the Committee on Budget and the Committee on Ways & Means, which is the oldest and often considered most powerful committee in Congress. 
He served as President of the Freshman Class and was named 2007 Legislator of the Year by the Kentucky Reading Association, “Outstanding New Member of Congress” by the Committee for Education Funding, the largest non-partisan education organization in the nation, and “Best of Congress” by Working Mother Magazine. 
Though best known as founder and columnist for LEO, Louisville’s alternative newsweekly, Yarmuth’s diverse career has included work in public policy, business, higher education, and health care.

Born and raised in Louisville, Congressman Yarmuth is a graduate of Atherton High School and Yale University.   He and his wife Cathy have a son, Aaron who graduated from Indiana University in 2006.
